3.
SPORTING REGULATIONS - SERIES RACE MEETINGS & RACE PROCEDURES

3.1
Entries:

3.1.1
The Organisers are responsible for mailing Supplementary Regulations/Entry Forms to all Registered 
Competitors in sufficient time for entries to be made prior to the published selection of entry dates for each 
round.

3.1.2
Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct entry fees prior to the entry closing dates which shall be 20 days before each round.

3.1.3.
All correct and complete entries are to be acknowledged, advising the Competitors of acceptance or otherwise, within 5 days of receipt by the Organising Club.

3.1.4
Incorrect or incomplete entries (Including Driver to be Nominated Entries) are to be held in abeyance until they are complete and correct and the date of receipt for acceptance of entry purposes shall be the date on which the Secretary of the Meeting receives the missing or corrected information or fee.

3.1.5
Any withdrawal of Entry or Driver/Car changes made after acceptance of any entry must be notified to the Secretary of the Meeting in writing. If Driver/Vehicle changes are made after publication of Entry Lists with Final Instructions the Competitor concerned must apply for approval of acceptance by the Stewards of the Meeting BEFORE signing-on.

3.1.6
The Maximum Entry Fee for each round shall be: As detailed in the SR’s for the event in question..

3.1.7
Entry fee Refunds will be as per the policies of the Clubs organising each round - as specified on the 
Acknowledgement of Entry (See 3.1.12. reference reserve status refunds)

3.1.8
Each Race Meeting Organiser may accept up to 20% more entries than specified on the Track Licence for each Circuit and all accepted Competitors may practice. Should oversubscription exist, entries will be selected according to the number of previous series events entered with priority  being given to those who have competed in the greater number of earlier events.  After the date of close of entries, entries shall be accepted strictly in order of receipt.

3.1.9
There is no provision for Qualification Races to be run in this Series.

3.1.10
Reserves are to be nominated on the Final List of Entries published with Final Instructions or Amendment Sheet Bulletins, All Reserves will practice and replace withdrawn or retired entries Reserve Number order irrespective of class. If Reserves are given Grid Places prior to issue of the first Grid Sheets for nay round the times set in 
Practice shall determine their grid positions. If Reserves are given places after publication of the grid sheet and prior to cars being collected in Official "Assembly Areas" they will be placed at the rear of the Grid and be started without any time delay. Otherwise, they will be held in the Pitlane and be released to start the race after the last car to start the GREEN FLAG LAP or last car to take the start has passed the startline or pitlane exit, whichever is the later. Such approval to start MUST be obtained from the Clerk of the Course.

3.1.11
Reserves who practice in the correct session and set a time will take precedence, in reserve number order, over any accepted entry whose practice times are disallowed, or who does not set a time during the official practice for the series race.

3.1.12
Reserves who practice and fail to race due to an oversubscribed grid will be eligible for a partial refund of entry fee (maximum of £50.00).

3.2
Briefings:

Organisers should notify Competitors of the times and locations for all briefings in the Final Instructions for the meetings. Competitors must attend all briefings.

3.3
Practice:

3.3.1
The minimum period of practice to be provided for a one race event is to be as specified in the MSA Regulations in respect of the circuit lengths.

3.3.2
Should any Practice Session be disrupted the Clerk of the Course shall not be obliged to resume the session or re-run sessions to achieve the series criteria and the decision of the Clerk of the Course shall be final.

3.3.3
For races marked ( ** ) in section 1.5., where it is planned to hold two races, each race shall have a separate qualifying session as per 3.3.1. above.  However, the constraints of individual event timetables may not allow for two qualifying sessions in which case one session will be scheduled.  Where this is the case, the result of the first race will set the grid for the second race.  Competitors will be informed which of these options is to be used by way of Supplementary Regulations / Final Instructions.

3.4
Qualification:


Each driver must complete a minimum of 3 laps practice in the car to be raced and in the correct session in 
order to qualify for selection and order of precedence as set out in the MSA 

Regulations and the Clerk of the Course and/or Stewards of the Meeting shall have the right to exclude any driver whose practice times or driving are considered to be unsatisfactory - as per MSA Regulation J.4.4.3.

3.5
Races:

The standard minimum scheduled distance shall be 12 miles whenever practicable but should any race distance be reduced at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course or Stewards of the Meeting it shall still count as full points scoring round.

3.6
Starts:

3.6.1
All race start countdowns are to have a minimum elapsed period of 5 minutes from the time all cars are released to form up on the grid to the start of the Green flag Lap(s) in the formation as specified on the Track Licence for each circuit.

3.6.2
The Countdown procedures/audible warnings sequence shall be:


Standing  Starts:-


3 minutes to start of Green Flag/Pace Lap - Close Pitlane Exit.


2 minutes to start of Green Flag/Pace Lap - Clear Grid Warning/Grid Closed.


2 minute to start of Green Flag/Pace lap - Start engines/Clear Grid.


30 seconds - Visible and audible warning for start of Green Flag/Pace Lap.

3.6.3
The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds is prohibited.

3.6.4
Any cars removed from the grid after the 3 minute stage or driven into pits on Green Flag lap shall be held in the pitlane and may start the race after the last car to take the start from the grid has passed the startline or pitlane exit. whichever is the later.

3.6.5
Any drivers unable to start the Green Flag/Pace lap or start are required to indicate their situation as per MSA Regulation J 13.10.2 and any drivers unable to maintain grid positions on the Green Flag Lap to the extent that ALL other cars are ahead of them, may complete the Green Flag lap but MUST remain at the rear of the last row of the grid but ahead of any cars to be started with a time delay.

3.6.6
Excessive weaving to warm-up tyres - using more than 50% of the track width, and falling back in order to 
accelerate and practice starts, is prohibited.

3.6.7
A five second board will be used to indicate that the grid is complete. The red lights will be switched on five 
seconds after the board is withdrawn.


 In the event of any RED / GREEN starting lights failure the Starter will revert to the use of the Union Jack.

3.7
Race Stops:

3.7.1
Should the need arise to stop any race or practice, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the Startline and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the Startline and at all Marshals Signalling Points around the Circuit.

This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable pace and to return to the starting grid area which will automatically become a Parc Ferme area.

Cars may not enter the Pits unless directed to do so. Work on cars already in the Pits must cease when a race is stopped.

3.7.2
If the race leader at the time of the Red Flag being displayed has not completed 2 laps the race will be null and void and will be re-started with drivers in their original grid positions. Retired competitors may be replaced by reserves who shall be started from the back of the grid. Gaps on the grid created by retirements must not be 
closed up prior to the start of the race. The Clerk of the Course is to be responsible for determining the length (in laps) of any re-started race.

3.7.3
If the race has to be stopped after leader has completed more than 2 laps but less than 50% it will be considered to be the first part of a two part race. Drivers must have started the first part and been classified in the results of the first part to qualify for the second part. Cars will be restarted from a grid set out in the finishing order as derived in MSA Regulation J.5.4.4. and the final result will be the order of finishing at the end of the restarted race.

3.7.4
If the leader has completed more than 50% of the race distance or duration it shall not be re-started and the results will be declared in accordance with MSA Regulation J.5.4.4.

3.8
Re-Scrutiny:


All vehicle reported involved in contact incidents during races or practice must be re-presented to the 
Scrutineers before continuing in the races or practice.

3.9
Pits & Pitlane Safety:

3.9.1
Pits:

Entrants must ensure that the MSA, Circuit Management and Organising Club Safety 



Regulations are complied with at all times.

3.9.2
Pitlane:

The outer lane or lanes are to be kept unobstructed to allow safe passage of cars at all 

times. The onus shall be on all Drivers to take all due care and drive at minimum speeds in pitlanes.

3.9.3
Refuelling:
May only be carried out in accordance with the MSA J.14 Regulations, Circuit 

Management Regulations and the SR's or Final Instructions issued for each Circuit/Meeting.

3.10
Race Finishes:

After taking the Chequered Flag drivers are required to: Progressively and safely slow down, remain behind any competitors ahead of them, return to the Pit Lane Entrance/Paddock Entrance as instructed, comply with any  directions given by marshals or Officials and to keep the helmets on and harnesses done up while on the circuit or in the pitlane.

3.11
Results:

All Practice Timesheets, Grids, Race Results are to be deemed PROVISIONAL until all vehicles are released by SCRUTINEERS after Post Practice/Race Scrutineering and/or after completion of any Judicial or Technical Procedures.

5.
TECHNICAL

5.1
Introduction:

The following technical regulations are set out in accordance with MSA specified format and it should be clearly understood that if the following texts do not clearly state that you can do it, you should adopt the principal that you cannot.  The word ‘standard’ used within these Technical Regulations as a description of components is to be interpreted as: ‘The specified component from the factory or the manufacturers parts list for the model / engine shown on the entry form or registration form.  No modifications are permitted beyond the repair or adjustment processes specified by the factory or the manufacturer.  Checking will be by comparison to spare parts supplied by the manufacturers official agent’.

5.2
Description:

The KUMHO TYRES TVRCC TASMIN SERIES is for competitors participating in TVR Tasmin 280 V6 models.  All cars must be approved by the Series Co-ordinator.  Evidence of previous participation in this series will not be construed as proof of compliance with these regulations.  A current MOT certificate, tax or insurance are not required.

5.3
Safety Requirements:


The following Articles of MSA Appendix Q Safety Criteria Regulations will apply:

Q1.5.1 with compulsory diagonal with reference to Q1.5.4 a & b (a ‘full’ cage as per drawings Q3 or Q4 must be fitted),  2.1.2,  3.1.1,   5,  6,  8 - 14 inclusive.

5.4
General Technical Requirements & Exceptions:


Water hoses, oil hoses and their associated clips are free.  Fasteners (e.g. nuts & bolts) are free.

5.5
Chassis:

Only standard, rebuilt or re-manufactured chassis are permitted.  The chassis must remain to the manufacturers original specification in construction and material.  The position of the front bulkhead  may not be altered, neither may material be removed from them other than holes for roll cage, control cables, wiring, hoses and fasteners.


5.6
Bodywork:

Standard bodywork in terms of material, thickness and shape must be retained

5.6.1
Modifications Permitted

5.6.1.1
General:   In the case of damage repair, replacement body sections may be grafted to original shell.  These sections must be of original size, shape and specification.

5.6.1.2
Interior:   To allow the drivers seat to be lower in the car, the chassis rails can be repositioned on the drivers side.  The drivers seat must be changed for a suitable ‘racing’ seat. All other seats may be removed.  Carpets, trim panels and headlining must be removed.  Heaters ands associated ducting may be removed but any holes in bulkheads must be sealed.  Both doors must remain operable from inside and out.  Window winding mechanisms may be removed but a suitable aperture must be available for the driver for hand signals.  At least one rear view mirror must be fitted either side of the driver. Polycarbonate windows must be used for all windows other than Windscreen which must be laminated.

5.6.1.3
Exterior:  Pop up headlights and motors may be removed but must be replaced by two forward facing spotlights in working condition.

5.6.1.4
Silhouette:  Must be standard above the wheel hub centres. Standard front and rear bumpers must be fitted but may not be reinforced.  Hardtops, if fitted, are free within the original silhouette.

5.6.1.5
Ground Clearance:  Minimum clearance with driver on board is 75mm, excluding the exhaust system.

5.6.2
Modifications Prohibited:

5.6.2.1
General:  No bodywork or chassis members may be removed or changed for different materials

5.6.2.2
Exterior:  Flared arches or wheel arch extensions are prohibited

5.7
Engine:

Only the Ford 2.8 Litre V6 Cologne engine may be used.  Competitors may be expected to submit to a mandatory rolling road test during the season. Some engines will be sealed at random for checking to MSA rules during the season.

5.7.1
Modifications Permitted:

Engines may be rebored by up to 0.060” maximum using standard pattern pistons.  Crankshaft stroke and material must remain standard.  Standard conrods must be used.  Cylinder head must be standard and unmodified.  No polishing of cylinder head or removal of casting marks is permitted. Valve Diameter Max: IN 42.1mm EX: 36.1mm Bore: 93mm 3.66in Stroke: 68.5mm 2.07in. Material may be removed from ports to allow ‘matching’ to max depth of 25mm. Manufacturers repair processes are permitted but all original dimensions must be adhered to.  Conrods and pistons may be machined for balancing but at least one conrod and piston must remain unmodified.  Valve springs, retainers and guides to remain standard in material and dimensions.  Cams are free to 286° maximum.  Cam timing is free.  Standard flywheel and ring-gear to be retained and material may only be removed for the purposes of balancing (not lightening) in the areas specified by the engine manufacturer.  Standard sump to be retained but may be internally baffled.  

5.7.2
Modifications Prohibited:

Dry sump systems are prohibited.

No modifications other than those listed above or detailed in the engine manufacturers repair manual are permitted.  

5.7.3
Location:


Standard engine position and mounts to be retained

5.7.4
Oil / Water Cooling:

Oil coolers are permitted within the periphery of the bodywork.  Water radiators to be standard in terms of  material, size and location.  Electric fans may be fitted.  Heater may be removed.

5.7.5 
Induction Systems:

Standard inlet manifold and injection systems to be retained. Manufacturers casting defects must not be removed.  Porting / polishing is prohibited, however port machining is permitted.  Injectors are free but must remain mechanical.  Air filters are free.  Air ducting to engine is free but no additional ‘external’ holes may be made in the bodywork.  Engine must be naturally aspirated (i.e. no forced induction or gas enhancement).  The crankcase breather may vent direct to a catch tank and any holes associated with the breather system may be blanked off.

5.7.6
Exhaust System:


Free but must comply with MSA Regulation E.12.16.6. and E.12.17 

5.7.7
Ignition Systems:

The original electronic ignition system (i.e. Ford / Duraspark) units to be retained and used.  Ignition mapping is prohibited.  Spark plugs and leads are free.  The distributor must be the sole means of initiating the LT current to the coil and distributing the HT current and no additional electronic system or systems are permitted.  Launch control systems are prohibited.

5.7.8
Fuel delivery Systems:

Fuel to engine from fuel distributor must be through original configuration of pipes/ injectors.  No additional injectors permitted.  Standard fuel pump, pressure regulator and fuel cut off switch must be used.  Additional fuel pump and swirl pot may be used.

5.8
Suspension:

Standard suspension and damper mounting points must be retained and utilised.  Upper wishbones, trailing arms, stub axles and drive shafts must remain standard. Heavy duty universal joints are permitted within standard shafts.

5.8.1
Permitted Modifications:

Diff beams may be strengthened by addition of material.  Suspension locating points may be strengthened with heavier guage steel. Dampers may be replaced with steel bodied dampers with adjustable spring seats and damping.  Top location of replacement rear dampers, although in original position, may be revised to incorporate a bushed link.  Remote reservoirs and / or remote damping adjustment are not permitted.  Spring rates are free.  Suspension bush material is free but rose joints / rod ends are prohibited with the exception of the bottom front wishbone to permit camber adjustment.  Front and rear camber is free.  Front anti-roll bar and fitment is free.  Minimum ground clearance as per 5.6.1.5. above.

5.8.2
Prohibited Modifications:


Anything other than what is permitted in 5.8.1.

5.8.3
Wheelbase / Track :


To remain standard - wheel spacers are not permitted.

5.9
Transmission:

Standard gearbox and ratios, with synchromesh, to be retained.  Gear linkage is free. Standard diameter clutch plate to be used but material is free.  Only direct replacement original or aftermarket differentials are permitted.  Ratios are free.  Traction control is prohibited.  Mounting and pickup points are to remain standard.

5.10
Electrical:

5.10.1
Exterior Lighting:  

Two forward facing white lights must be used.  The position of these only to be in places where lights were originally sited.  Two rectangular rear facing functioning red brake lights must be fitted and these are to be original or within 30mm of original lens dimensions, shape and location.

5.10.2
Rear Fog Light


Fitted centrally on rear.  Must be fitted to MSA Regulation Q.5.

5.10.3
Battery:

A battery and electric starter motor must be fitted and capable of repetitive starts.  Battery is free as is location within MSA Regulations.

5.10.4
Charging System:


A charging system,alternator (type and drive free) must be fitted and working.

5.11
Brakes:

Standard pattern Tasmin brakes must be fitted front and rear.  Standard brake master cylinder to be retained.  Brake pipes are free. Handbrake to be operational.

5.11.1
Permitted Modifications:

Brake discs may be grooved or cross drilled.  Calipers may be changed to Ford Granada vented disc calipers.  Friction material is free but carbon pads are not permitted.  Bias brake valve is permitted but not adjustable from driving position. Brake pipes are free.

5.12
Wheels and Steering:

5.12.1
Permitted Options:


Power steering is permitted.  Steering wheel is free subject to MSA Regulations.

Rack, position and mounting is free. Steering column and position are free.

STEERING LOCK:  If fitted with a steering lock, this should be rendered inoperative, unless the vehicle is driven to the circuit on the highway. (MSA Regulation J.20.6.)

5.12.2
Wheel Dimensions:


Mandatory Series wheel: Compomotive MO1572KW - Max 15” Diameter x 7” width

5.13
Tyres:

KUMHO Ecsta V700 is mandatory fitment, size 205/50 x 15” only.  No alteration to any of the tyres from the manufacturers specification is permitted.  Re-cutting, re-grooving or in any other way modifying the tread pattern is not permitted.  All the manufacturers data must be clearly visible.  Buffing of sidewalls to remove data is prohibited.  Tyres must be to MOT requirements in every respect.  Remoulds are not permitted.

5.14
Weights:

The minimum weight excluding driver will be 1000kg.

5.15
Fuel Tank / Fuel:
5.15.1
Tank Type:   

Standard fuel tank / s may be fitted in the original position.  If twin tanks are fitted, one may be removed.  A non-return valve must be incorporated in the vent system.   A direct replacement FIA approved safety tank may be installed inside the vehicle, but must be fitted to MSA Regulations.

5.15.2
Fuel:

Only pump fuel as defined in Section P of the MSA Blue Book may be used.  The use of power boosting or octane boosting additives by competitors in any fuel is prohibited.

5.16
Silencing:


To current MSA Regulations E.12.16.6. and E.12.17.

5.17
Numbers and Series Decals:

5.17.1
Positions:


Race numbers must be displayed on each side of the vehicle (front doors or alongside the cockpit / driver) and on the bonnet of the vehicle in accordance with MSA Regulations.

5.17.2
Suppliers:



BARC, TVRCC and Sponsors decals will be available at the first event at which the car is entered.

Series background white door rectangles will be provided with Kumho Branding. Kumho will provide 

Wing stickers and windscreen visor stickers. Race suits must bear the supplied Kumho embroidered badge and Kumho sponsor hats must be worn on the winners podium.

Preferred colour for Series race suit is Black. TVRCC Tasmin Challenge logos can be embroidered by Swift on 0121 359 2202 at minor expense to individual racer.

Positioning of ‘Series’ decals must be uniform throughout all cars. An example for positioning will be provided before the first race.
